Deacon Joyce Jackson Preaches on Feast
of St. Anna

On December 2, 2007 the
Church received a great gift.
That gift was the ordination
of Deacon Joyce Jackson by
the Rt. Rev. Charles
Jenkins, D.D.

The following is a brief
history of Joyce Jackson
from a personal history
written 6/2004:

Joyce was born in the
Mississippi Delta. She stands
on the shoulders of
enslaved peoples, domestic
workers, and a mother who
traveled with a Dixiland
Band. In 1962 Joyce had graduated from High School but was feeling
hemmed in, having never travelled nor roamed her adopted city of Ne
Orleans. In that same year her imagination was ignited by a Baptist
preacher named Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King. In response to Dr. King,
Joyce enrolled at LSUNO taking

During her tour of service, she met and married her first husband
Manuel . So they entered iIinto a

Saint Anne (also known as Ann or Anna, from Hebrew Hannah s . | . 1
meaning "favor" or "grace") of Davids house and line, was the mother

The following words from the Baptismal

Covenant of The Episcopal Church should be the

guiding standard for deconstruction of the myth
of white supremacy and construction of radical inclusion:

Celebrant: Will you seek to serve Christ in all persons, loving your
neighbor as yourself?

People: | will with God's help.

Celebrant: Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and
respect the dignity of every human being?

People: | will with God's help.

These word should hold deep power for each of us. These words demand
that we enter into the discomfort of giving up social power and restoring an
equality and equity that never was a part of the American story. But we can
learn. If this is our claim in a sacrament that is so very much a part of being
human, then it must also be true in all that we do. We must be a community
that blesses in the presence of God. We must no longer support even a
